Perched on a peninsula in the heart of Gloucester’s working harbor, the Rocky Neck Art Colony (RNAC) is more
than just a place—it’s a living, breathing community of artists, neighbors, and supporters. For over 150 years, artists
have been drawn to this beautiful stretch of coastline by its mystical light and maritime spirit. Today, RNAC honors
that legacy by actively supporting working artists and making the arts accessible to all.

As a nonprofit organization, RNAC anchors the Rocky Neck Cultural District, a vibrant, state-recognized arts
and cultural hub. At the core of our operations is the Cultural Center at Rocky Neck, a lovingly restored 1877
chapel and community center that now serves as a year-round gallery, workshop, and performance space. Thanks
to generous donors and sound financial management, RNAC owns the Cultural Center outright and has expanded
its exhibition and program offerings.

But our impact goes far beyond gallery walls.

We host artist residencies, youth and adult workshops, exhibitions, and performances. We collaborate with local
restaurants, theaters, and educational institutions to keep Rocky Neck culturally alive and economically vibrant.
